BONDED LABOUR SYSTEM (ABOLITION) ACT, 1976 

The Bonded Labour System (Abolition) Act, 1976 is an Act of the Parliament of India 

aimed at abolishing the bonded labour system. The Act was enacted on 9 February 1976 but 

was deemed to have come into force on 25 October 1975, the date on which the Bonded Labour 

System (Abolition) Ordinance, 1975 was promulgated. The Act is a landmark piece of 

legislation in India's efforts to combat forced labour, which is prohibited under Article 23 of the 

Constitution of India.[3][4] 

 The Principal of our college Dr. M. VARATHAGURU highlighted that bonded labour is a 

violation of human dignity and it needed to eradicate all forms of exploitation in society. Bonded 

Labour System Abolition Pledge was taken by all students, teaching faculty and non-teaching 

staff to emphasize the values of freedom, equality and social justice and it was administered by 

Mr. D. THANGAMANI, Lecturer in Physics / NSS Programme Officer.
